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What is PRAYER?  
Prayer is conversation with God. Prayer is quite simply communicating with 
Godðlistening and talking to Him. But sometimes, whether a believer is a new or 
a mature Christian, they may have questions about how prayer works. Most queries 
can be expressed in asking: Who? What? When? Where? Why? How? Our God 
has given his people help with those questions. The answers are found in Godsô 
Word, the Bible. The Bible has a lot to say about prayer. So, let us glean what He 
has to tell us. 
Who should pray? 
If My people who are called by My name humble themselves, and pray and seek 
My face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven and will 
forgive their sin and heal their land. 2 Chronicles 7:14  ESV 
But you, beloved, building yourselves up in your most holy faith and praying in the 
Holy Spirit, keep yourselves in the love of God, waiting for the mercy of our Lord 
Jesus Christ that leads to eternal life.   Jude 1:20-21  ESV 
What should we pray about? 
But I say to you, Love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you.       
Matthew 5:44  ESV 
First of all, then, I urge that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgiv-
ings be made for all people.   1Timothy 2:1  ESV 
When should we pray? 
Praying at all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplication.    
Ephesians 6:18  ESV 
Rejoice in hope, be patient in tribulation, be constant in prayer. Rom. 12:12   ESV 
Where should we pray? 
But when you pray, go into your room and shut the door and pray to your Father 
who is in secret. And your Father who sees in secret will reward you.                
Matthew 6:5-6  ESV 
 I desire then that in every place the men should pray, lifting holy hands without 
anger or quarreling   1 Timothy 2:8  ESV 
Why should we pray? 
Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication 
with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God.   Philippians 4:6  ESV 

Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask in prayer, believe that you have received it, 
and it will be yours.  Mark 11:24  ESV 

How do we pray? 

Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do not know what to pray for 
as we ought, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for 
words.   Romans 8:26   ESV 

Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, give thanks in all circumstances; for this is 
the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.   1 Thessalonians 5:16-18  ESV 

These are but a few of the references to prayer in the Bible. I would ask you to use 
them as a starting point for your own research and study of prayer in Godôs Word. 
In my opinion the real reason why God asks us to pray is to develop a closer rela-
tionship with Him. As with our earthly relationships, if we never speak or listen to 
others, our relationship will quickly fall apart. It is the same way with God. Prayer 
helps us grow closer and more intimately connected with God. 

I pray that His Words will instruct, inspire and direct us into a more God-pleasing, 
trusting relationship with Him, as we pray in Sunday service, by ourselves, and 
weekly  ñTogether In Spiritò.
