Lutheran Hour Ministries began at the grassroots level as the Lu-
theran Laymenôs League, a group of 12 laypeople who came to-
gether to support the church in word and deed. What began with 12 
has become a movement of tens of thousands of volunteers and 
supporters around the globe. In 1930, ñThere is a Godò were the 
first words spoken on The Lutheran HourÈ radio program broad-
cast over the airwaves to thousands of listeners. Today the Gospel 
message reaches over 125 million people on a weekly basis through 
ministry efforts such as Bible Correspondence Courses, Outreach 
Training, Bible Studies, Daily Devotions and, of course, The Lu-
theran Hour. 

Our first Ministry Center opened its doors in the Philippines in 
1940; today we are able to spread the Good News of Jesus Christ to 
over 50 countries through our ministry centers on 6 continents. 
With our unique missionary model of employing only indigenous 
staff, Lutheran Hour Ministries is able to work within the language 
and culture to communicate the Gospel in the context of the local 
region. For over 100 years, God has used Lutheran Hour Ministries 
to bring the changeless Christ to a changing world. The communi-
cation methods have shifted, but the message has remained the 
same. 

Lutheran Hour Ministries employs local missionaries in more than 
30 locations to develop culturally relevant ministries to reach the 
unchurched in more than 50 nations on 6 continents.  

LHM has so much to offer to help individuals, couples, families, and churches grow and 
develop in Godôs gift of faith. I, myself, can remember The Lutheran Hour broadcast 
played over the radio early every Sunday mornings during my childhood. Today we can 
still listen to the broadcast, but on demand through the website and apps. There is also a 
daily devotion which can be read or listened to. I have also enjoyed many Bible studies 
provided by this organization.  

Please, if you have never done so, search LHMôs website to see the many things offered 
to you, those you love, and our congregation. As well, tune in by simple radio on Sun-
day mornings to 1070 AM at 8:30 am or 88.7 AM at 9:00 am to hear the broadcast that 
has brought the Gospel to millions through the decades since the year 1930.
